Last weekds bulletin contai
the decoration of the Cathedral provides aids to our prayerful re-
flection and practical examples for our lives as Catholic Christians
in the world. That reminder: the saints in the ambulatory lancet
windows.

Another aid to prayer reflection and a continuing reminder
regarding practical virtue and grace in our daily lives exists above
our heads in the Cathedral. | call your attention to the lunettes (the
half circles) throughout the church.

In the south ambulatory, behind the pulpit and above the
Saint Clare window, there is a flaming heart overlaying a cross. The
colors are red on blue. It is the symbol for the theological virtue of
CHARITY. This virtue is bestowed at baptism. It is nourished by the
Eucharist. It is the response of faith that hopes in and for God.

Above the confessional, which is located below the pulpit,
there is a depiction of a burning lamp and above it are the Greek
letters CHIRHO (the symbol for Christ). This is the symbol for Christ,
the Light of the World.

Above the south door, the lunette overhead presents a
chalice set in front of an open book and above the chalice is a hov-
ering flame. This is the symbol for Christ in Word (Scripture) and
Sacrament (Eucharist).

The saint window nearest the Nash Chapel (the Madeleine
Sophie Barat window) helps us locate the lunette above our head.
There we find a shield with a cross overlaying a sword and above
this image is a flame of fire. This symbol expresses the instruments
used in the work of faith.

The final symbol in the south ambulatory appears in the
lunette above the archway. This symbol faces the opposite end of
the ambulatory where the flaming heart overlaying a cross is lo-
cated. We find an anchor, red in color and highlighted by gold out-
line. It hovers over waters and sheds glowing rays. It is the symbol
for HOPE, a theological virtue, which is sustained by and manifests
CHARITY.

In the north ambulatory we find the facing symbolé a
cross, red with gold outline, overlaying a book, and a hovering dove.
The first, located just outside Our Lady of Nebraska chapel is the
symbol for faith in Christ and faith in and from the Word (Scripture),
and the second, the dove at the rear of the church, is the symbol
for the Holy Spirit.

Above the baptistery gate is the symbol of praying hands
with a rosary and a tongue of fire, symbolizing the power of prayer
through the Holy Spirit.

Above the saint window at the votive light stand (the Saint
Mary Euphrasia Pelletier window) is an open book with the Greek
letter ALPHA and OMEGA (the beginning and the end) symbolizin
Christ in the Word (Scripture) and in the world as the consuming
fire of Godoés | ove.

Silent sentinels, rich reminders of all that brings us faith
and sustains us in faith, helpful supports for our journey of faith.
Just what we need for the holy season of Lent.
